游诗雅 Sonia Urbom: I would again like to remind you that summer is our busiest month and it is very important that you apply early for your visa interview. But my statue now is check, I signed in July 4th. Is there any chance for me to pass? And is there any bad effect on the second signment in the name of cheating? Thanks 

游诗雅 Sonia Urbom: It sounds like you made an honest mistake filling out your application and it should not have any impact on your future applications. However, it could cause some confusion if your case needs additional processing. The best thing to do would be to send a fax to the Embassy or consulate where you applied explaining the situation and with the correct telephone number for your contact in the U.S. Please make sure to include your name, date of birth, passport number and "Batch #" (found on the bottom of the letter you received at the time of your interview) with your fax. 听起来您只是在填写申请表格的时候不小心犯了个错，这应该不会对您将来的申请有什么影响。但如果您的申请需要额外审理的话，这个错误可能会造成一些混乱。最好的办法是您给使馆或您所申请签证的领馆发一份传真解释一下您的情况，并提供正确的美方联系人的电话号码。传真上务必写清您的姓名、生日、护照号码和“批号”（批号可以在面谈后给您的那封信的下方找到）。

游诗雅 Sonia Urbom: Unfortunately, visa processing times are much longer than we would like this summer. We are urging all applicants, especially students, to come for the interview at least 6-8 weeks before their program start dates. If you have been waiting more than six weeks, you should contact the Embassy or consulate where you applied to make sure that we received the additional documents that were requested. If you applied in Beijing, please send a faxed inquiry to (86-10) 6532-3178. Please include your full name, date of birth, passport number and "Batch #" (found on the bottom of the letter you received at the interview) with your inquiry. 

Jin2: I am a Chinese citizen living in New York. I have been employed by an international organization and need to get a G-4 visa to work for them. My question is: can I apply for G-4 visa in Beijing, Shanghai or Hong Kong? If yes, do I need to make an appointment? On average how much time does it take to process G-4 visa application? Thank you very much. Thank you for reading my mail. I look forward to your reply. Sincerely, Bo Jin

游诗雅 Sonia Urbom: You are welcome to apply for a visa where ever you wish; however, we recommend that people apply for a visa in the place where they normally work and live. There are special procedures for applying for a G4 visa. The organization where you will work should advise you on the proper way to secure your visa. Please see the Department of State's website for more information on applying for a G4 visa - http://travel.state.gov/visa/temp/types/types_2638.html. 

Jin2: Dear Madam: I plan to study for LLM degree in NYU next year. My money for the tuition fee and living expense required for this one-year degree will come from three sources: 1) my wage from this June to next June (around 3-3.5 USD); 2) the amount from sale of a small apartment in my hometown, Anhui (around 3 USD); 3) if applicable, the sponsorship granted by my current employer, a US law firm. My questions are:1) Is my wage saved up to next June during the above period acceptable? Or I can only use my wage saved up to earlier 2009 to show VO, as it has to be frozen in the bank account a few months in advance; 2)As my parents and I have relocated to Shanghai from 2001 and own an apartment in Shanghai (I can submit evidence documents), the sale of this apartment in Anhui won't cause VO to think I won't get back to China, will it?; 3)Will the sponsor letter be accepted by VO as a supporting document for me to apply for visa? Thank you very much for your any response. I appreciate it! 

游诗雅 Sonia Urbom: It sounds like you have made a lot of preparations to pay for your educational expenses. Money from any source is acceptable; you just need to prove that you have enough money available to you. You can use any money that you have in the bank, including recent income. I am not sure what you mean by having the money frozen in the bank account a few months in advance. The sale of your apartment in Anhui should not have any negative impact on your application, as long as you still have a home in China. You can certainly bring a sponsor letter from your company, but it may not be considered as proof of your ability to pay for your studies. Only the visa officer who interviews you can determine if you are eligible for a visa.

Xian: 游诗雅女士,您好 我是中国科学院下属研究所研究沙漠化与全球变化的科研人员,2007年10月到2008年9月期间受中国国家留学基金委的资助,目前在美国俄克拉荷马大学植物与微生物系的一个全球变化与生态实验室进行为期一年的学者访问,由于合作项目的需要,我所访问的实验室与我在国内的单位达成一致意见,希望我能在该实验室多做一年的访问,美国俄克拉荷马大学将为我出具第二年的DS-2019表,而国内的单位资助我第二年的经费,但是我很担心我在第一年的访问结束，回国办理相关的手续后，是否能够得到这新的一年访问学者的签证，因为我听说，持J1签证的中国公民要受两年不能赴美的限制。非常感激您回答我的问题。 I am a scientist working for an institute attached to Chinese Academy of Sciences. I will be sponsored by The China Scholarship Council to be an exchange scholar at Oklahoma University for a year. The lab of Botany & Microbiology Department of this university and my institute both agree that it is necessary for me to be there for one more year. Oklahoma University will issue me a DS-2019 for the second year and my institute will sponsor me for the second year. However, I am quite worried that whether or not I will be issued another visa after I come back to China. I heard that the "Two year rule" apply to J1 visa holder. Thank you for answering my question. 

游诗雅 Sonia Urbom: Response: Thank you for your question. The "Two year rule" means that, after an applicant finishes his J program, he must return to China for two years before he is eligible to obtain a work or immigrant visa. It does not apply to applicants applying for another J or F visa. There are limitations on the amount of time someone can stay in the U.S. on a J program. The limitations depend on what kind of J program the applicant is doing. You should check with the international student services office at your U.S. university to find out how long you can stay in the U.S. on your J program. 感谢您的提问。“两年规定”是指申请人完成在美的交流访问项目后，必须回到中国。两年后才可以得到工作签证或移民签证。此规定并不适用于申请另外的交流访问学者签证或学生签证。交流访问学者在停留期限上有限制，这种限制取决于申请人在美做何种交流访问项目。您应该向该美国大学的国际学生服务办公室咨询在此次项目中可以在美国停留多久。 

Liao-Pluff: 你好：我是2004年12月29日与美国公民在南宁市注册结婚。婚后我丈夫回USA为我申请结婚移民，可是我在等待办理移民签证的时间，丈夫因突发心肌梗塞去世，他去世的，广州美国领事馆约我面谈移民签证的时间是2005年4月20日。（丈夫生前对我很好,他也经常寄钱给予我帮助,因为他的身体不是很好，他只来中国一次和我结婚住在我家2星期。）我的移民签证被拒签了。理由是：我们的婚姻不真实，结婚一年多才回来一次。我又申请加急非移民签证去USA为丈夫处理后事，面谈时间是4月25日。（丈夫的姐妹传真家庭邀请信和丈夫生前立的遗嘱，我是丈夫全部财产的唯一继承人。）我又被拒签了。我丈夫去世后，我非常悲痛，2006年１１月我曾经又去广州美国领事馆咨询相关问题，没有得到任何好的结果和建议。我拿USA TEXAS 我丈夫的死亡证明，在中国派出所，我不能更改我的婚姻状况，（原已婚，现是丧偶）因为TEXAS 丈夫的死亡证明原件没有经过中国驻USA大使馆的认证。现在丈夫的全部财产由TEXAS 当地法院指定派人保管。我想说：我心爱的丈夫去世了，如果我去USA不回来，我在那里举目无亲，无依无靠，我决不会留在那里，我在中国生活很好，有好的家庭父母兄弟姐妹和儿子，还有我在中国享受到的退休待遇。我只想去处理全部的财产问题和申请我应该得到的福利待遇。如果我和丈夫的婚姻是“不真实”，那还有什么婚姻是真实的，任何的人不可能将自己一生辛勤劳动所得无缘无故的交给一个远在异国它乡的人。我不知道我还能申请什么签证去USA处理全部事情，我真的是走投无路。我请求你们能给予我帮助，我等待着你们的回复。非常感谢你们。 Hi. I married an American citizen. We registered on December 29, 2004 in Nanning City. Then my husband applied for an immigration visa for me. While I was waiting for my immigration visa, my husband suddenly passed away because of heart attack. My immigration visa interview was on April 20, 2005 and I was denied. The officer did not think our marriage was true because my husband only came back once after we married. Then I applied for an urgent nonimmigrant visa on April 25 at the Consulate General in Guangzhou to deal with funeral affairs and I was rejected again. I am the only beneficiary of my husband's property. Now his property is taken care of by someone designated by the Texas local court. I consulted with Guangzhou Consulate but did not get any suggestions. I cannot even change my marital status with my husband's death certificate issued by Texas authority because it was not authenticated by Chinese Embassy in the US. My husband already passed away and I do not have any family members there. I will not stay there. I have parents and brothers and sisters and I have retirement pension here in China. I just want to go to the US to deal with property affairs. Please help.

游诗雅 Sonia Urbom: Response: I am sorry to hear about your husband's death and about your difficult situation. In order to qualify for a non-immigrant visa, you must prove to the Visa Officer that you are not an intending immigrant. This is very hard for someone who has already applied for a immigrant visa, but not impossible. In order to qualify for a nonimmigrant visa, you would need to show that you have strong social and economic ties to China and that you would have no reason to want to stay in the U.S. Perhaps there is some way for you to settle your husband's affairs without being physically present in the U.S. 我很遗憾听到您先生去世的消息以及您现在的困境。为了符合非移民签证资格，您必须向签证官证明您没有移民倾向。这对于已经申请移民签证的申请人来说非常困难， 但不是没有可能。为了符合非移民签证的条件，您需要展示您在中国有牢固的社会和经济约束力，没有理由想要留在美国。也许有其它的方法，不用您本人亲自去美国就可以处理您先生的事情。 

Robert Liu: My relative got M-entries visa to USA (valid from Oct.2007 to Oct.2008). They just came back from USA this April. They plan to go to USA this September before visa expire, and hope to stay 6 months in USA. Is it ok? Thanks for your answer!

游诗雅 Sonia Urbom: The B1/2 non-immigrant visa is intended for short trips to the U.S. for business or pleasure. When travelers enter the U.S., they are generally automatically granted six months to stay in the country. It is generally not considered a correct use of the visa to spend six months in the U.S., leave for a short period of time, and then return for another six months. In order to be qualified for a B1/2 visa, an applicant must show that they have a home outside of the U.S. which they do not intend to abandon. If the applicant is spending most of the year in the U.S., it could be hard to prove that he or she still has strong ties to a home outside of the U.S. 

Susan2: Dear officer, I invited my parents to visit U.S. this summer, but their applications were rejected last week. The reason was that the officer could not find my records of traveling back to China from her computer system. I went back to China three times from 2003 to 2008 after we filed I-485 on 2003. I used AP (Advanced Patrol) as travel documents reentering into the America for these travels. In this case, can the officers of U.S. embassy in Beijing retrieve my travel records? The rejection indicated that the officer could not find any records of my travels with AP. Could you please tell me how I can prove my past travels and show my close connection with my parents? My parents provided copy of my passport that had stamps of USCIS San Francisco Airport. Those stamps showed my exited and reenter time. Will the original AP documents be strong evidences of my travels? Should I visit USCIS in San Jose to obtain any documents recording my exiting and reentering US? Thank you very much for your help. I hope I will provide new documents for my parents’ visa applications soon. 

游诗雅 Sonia Urbom: Thank you for your question. During the time of the interview, the Visa Officers do not have access to your travel record, immigration record, I-485 or AP record. Your parents should come to the interview with copies of the original visa you used when you entered the U.S. and any subsequent documents (like I-485s) that you filed with immigration in the U.S. The Visa Officer needs to know what your status is in the U.S. before she can consider whether or not your parents are eligible for a visa. A letter from you clearly explaining when and how you came to the U.S. and what your current immigration status is can be very helpful. The Visa Officer also needs to know that you are the daughter of your parents. There are many ways you can prove this, including pictures and previous paperwork or documents. After determining your relationship to your parents and your status in the U.S., the Visa Officer must determine whether or not your parents are qualified for a visa. In order to qualify for the visa, your parents must prove that they have a residence abroad which they do not intend to abandon. Your travel documents showing when you entered and exited the U.S. probably will not be very helpful to the Visa Officer. But the Visa Officer will probably want to know when and where you saw your parents since you left China.

Diane2: why i can't see the discussion?? pls tell me~ thx

游诗雅 Sonia Urbom: The discussion cannot be viewed until the webchat officially begins. We changed the time of our web chats from 2:00pm to 4:00pm. After the webchat, please check our website to see transcripts of past web chats, http://beijing.usembassy-china.org.cn/chat_index.html
Yang2: According to the arrangement of my University, I was selected to participate in a training program in United States. I had my Visa interview at 11:00 AM of June 26, everything went well except my interviewer told me that I need to send a resume. My resume was sent and faxed on June 26. My group has 21 memberleader.  Their Visa will be received on July 3. My group leader has booked the air ticket on July 9 for me. Can I receive my visa before July 9. If I receive my visa is too late, I will not participate the program. Will this affect on my possible later visa? 
按我们学校的安排，我被挑选参加在美国的一个培训项目，我已于6月26日上午11点进行了签证面谈，除了需要我提交一份简历外，其他一切均好。我的简历也已于26日下午email去，6月27日又发了传真。我的团队有21人，他们的签证将于7月3日收到，我们团队已经订好了7月9日的机票，包括我的。请问，我能在7月9日前收到我的签证吗？如果我收到签证的时间太晚，我将不能参加这个培训项目，这会影响我以后的可能签证吗？ 

游诗雅 Sonia Urbom: Unfortunately, especially during summer, visas sometimes take longer to process than we would like. I cannot tell you whether or not you will receive your visa in time for your departure. Every case is different and some cases take longer to process than others. If you receive your visa too late and cannot participate in the program it will not have any negative impact on your future applications. 

scenery: Dear sir or madam, I want to know whether I can get the F1 visa but my father is in USA now. He went to USA for about 8 years, he back China once, and now is applying his green card. But I am applying my F1 visa, is it effect on my application? Thank you! 

游诗雅 Sonia Urbom: The most important thing is to be honest on your application and indicate that your father is in the U.S. Also, you should indicate whether or not he has ever applied for an immigrant visa for you. The Visa Officer will probably consider the fact that your father is in the U.S., but this does not mean that you are not eligible for a visa. If you can show that you are a serious student who plans to go to the U.S. to study and receive a degree, that you have enough money to pay for your studies (even if it comes from your father), and that you plan to return to China after your studies are over, then you are eligible for a student visa.

Johnsun: 由于我单位公司名称变更，和我去年访美时公司名称不一样了而被拒签，我是否可以带上我单位名称变更的文件再去面谈？谢谢 I was rejected because my company's name was changed and now the name is different from the one from last year. May I reapply with the documents showing the change of my company's name? 

游诗雅 Sonia Urbom: It is very, very unlikely that you were rejected just because your company's name changed. It is possible that the Visa Officer did not understand that your company name changed and therefore thought that you have only been working at your job for a short time; however, this is also probably not the only reason you were not issued a visa. You are welcome to reapply for a visa. I suggest that you be ready to clearly explain your situation and your work history. You could also indicate on your application that your company name changed, so that it does not look like you are now working for a different employer. In order to qualify for a non-immigrant visa, you must show that you have a home outside of the United States that you do not intend to abandon. You must also demonstrate that you have strong social and economic ties in China. 您被拒签实在不太可能只是因为您公司名称变更。签证官有可能不理解您公司名字变了，因此以为您只在这个岗位上工作了很短的一段时间，但这也不一定是您被拒签的唯一原因。我们欢迎您重新申请签证。我建议您准备好向官员清楚的解释您的情况和您的工作史。您也可以在您的申请表上表明公司名称的变更，这样就不会看起来您在为另外的雇主工作。为了符合非移民签证的条件，您必须展示出您在美国以外的地方有您不打算放弃的家。您还必须证明您在中国有牢固的社会及经济约束力。 

yutian: 尊敬的签证官：您好！ 我的签证上面学校名称有误，不知这种情况是否影像入境，如影像，该怎么办。谢谢！ The school name was not spelt right on my visa. Will this error affect my entry to the US? What should I do? 

游诗雅 Sonia Urbom: Response: If an error was made on your visa, you can return the visa to the Consular Section to have the visa reprinted at no charge. If you applied in Beijing, you can return directly to the visa section with your passport and explain to the guard what the problem is. If you applied at another consulate, please contact them to ask about the procedures for correcting the error. Make sure to carry your I-20 and your SEVIS fee receipt with you when you enter the U.S. as well. 如果您签证上有错误，您可以回到领事处免费重新印签证。如果您在北京申请，您可以带着护照直接回到签证处，向保安解释您的情况。如果您是在其他领馆申请的签证，请和他们联系，咨询修改的手续。当您进入美国时，也请您带上您的I-20表格和SEVIS费收据。 

Jone: 我是天津人，签证一定要到北京大使馆吗？因为预约都到8月6号了 有什么办法可以提前签证吗？ I am from Tianjin. Do I have to apply in Beijing? My appointment is on August 6. What can I do to expedite my appointment? 

游诗雅 Sonia Urbom: Response: The Embassy in Beijing is certainly the closest place to apply from Tianjin. If you live and work in another city, you can apply at the nearest consulate. Instructions for requesting an expedited appointment in Beijing can be found at http://beijing.usembassy-china.org.cn/niv_expedite.html. Not everyone is eligible to apply for an expedited appointment. 对于天津的申请人，在北京的美国大使馆当然距离最近。如果您在另外一个城市生活和工作，您可以就近申请。申请提前面谈的手续说明请详见这里：http://beijing.usembassy-china.org.cn/niv_expedite.html。不是所有的申请人都符合申请提前面谈的条件。 

scenery: Dear Ms. Sonia Urbom, I'm planning to visit US, so could you let me know your advice on my visa: The followings are my ties with China: 1.I'm married with my husband living in China; 2.I'm my mother's only child in China to take care of her and she's in her 70's; 3.I'm a certified professional who is paid RMB5000.00 roughly a month and with my high professional skills my contract job such as translation service pays much higher 4.I have my own business and its annual profit is around RMB120,000.00 5.I have RMB350,000.00 in my bank account and don't need it when visit in US. I wonder if all are sufficient proof for my strong ties with China and what could be your advice on my improving them and what documents I should get prepared for the visa officer. For the visa, I have the following questions: 1.Generally, how long does B1 allows for a stay in US and how about B1/B2 since I prefer for both business and sightseeing. 2. To apply for B1, should it be included in the invitation letter from the US company who will be responsible financially for my stay? 3. To apply for B1/B2, is a letter from a US friend necessary saying that he/she will be responsible financially for my stay? How much is considered sufficient to support my stay by myself and how to prove this? 4. To apply for B2 is easier and gets me a longer stay than B1? 5. Through reading your website, I know the bank deposit is shown by the "bank book", does the bank book refer to the "passbook of the savings/deposit account"? Is this all required for bank deposit/savings? Thank you for your attention and advice. Helen 

游诗雅 Sonia Urbom: It sounds to me like you have a lot of ties to China, but only the visa officer who interviews you can determine whether or not you are qualified for a visa. Most of the visas we issue in China are combination B1/B2 visas, so the applicants can use the visa for business or pleasure trips. The immigration officer at the port of entry determines how long you can stay in the U.S., but generally, people can stay for six months, on both the B1 and B2 visas. Invitation letters are not required, especially for tourist travel, but they can be helpful for the officer and most business travelers have invitation letters from the company they plan to visit in the U.S. Financial guarantees from the U.S. side are not required. There is not particular amount of money considered sufficient for your stay - it depends on where you are going and what you are going to do. There are no specific requirements for bank documents.

Alex2: How much deposit that I need to prepare to show the officer if my study time is 4 years and 25000/year? 

游诗雅 Sonia Urbom: You must have the full amount that you need to study for the first year and you must be able to show that you will be able to pay for subsequent years.

Alex2: I submitted my questions half an hour before the chat, did you get my questions? Thank you. Helen

游诗雅 Sonia Urbom: Yes, I do receive questions posted before the chat starts.

Yang2: Thank you for your answers. If I receive my visa, I have not time to go to United States. Must I supply resume again when I apply visa next time.

游诗雅 Sonia Urbom: Yes, if you were asked to submit your resume this time, you should always come prepared with it in future applications. That will save time.

Alex2: Dear Madam, I want to know if the applicant is more difficult to get the VISA who has just got university's English study course's offer and I-20? Thank you very much!

游诗雅 Sonia Urbom: An applicant who is only going to the U.S. to study English needs to be able to explain why they want to do that, and how that will benefit them in the future. You should also be able to explain your future goals.

Helen Wang: 尊敬的女士，我想问：去美国读高中是不是必须读私立的？如果可以读公立高中，是学生签证吗？是不是1年后就必须回国？或者改读私立高中？非常感谢您！ If I want to attend a senior high school, do I have to attend a private senior high school? Can I attend a public one? Do I apply for a student visa? Do I have to return to China after one year? Or do I have to change to a private school? Thank you! 

游诗雅 Sonia Urbom: Response: You can attend a public high school in the U.S., but if you are applying for an F visa, you have to pay tuition to study at a public school and you can only study there for one year. If you are going on a J visa, you can go to a public school or private school, usually the programs are also only for one year. You must apply for a student visa to attend any high school in the U.S. 您可以读美国的公立高中，但如果您申请学生签证，您在公立学校读书要支付学费，而且您只能在那儿读一年。如果您申请J签证，您可以上公立学校，或私立学校，通常这种项目也只有一年。您去美国读任何中学都必须申请学生签证。 

scenery: Dear Madam, Thank you for your answers. Another question is: the combination visa B1/B2 does not allow for a longer stay than the B1 or the B2 separately? Thank you 

游诗雅 Sonia Urbom: No, the combination B1/B2 does not allow for a longer stay. But, again, the immigration officer at the border determines how long each person can stay in the U.S. when they enter the country.

friendshipusa: Dear Madam: I have held B1/B2 visa. And I have visited USA for 6 months. Because I want to enrich my academic theory, I applied F1 visa when I stayed USA. My agent told me the process duration of F1 visa is 3 months. I can stay in USA lawful during this time even if the date out of the I -94 expiration. I was worried about I was an illegal visitor at the end of the third month. Thus, I decided to retune China. （But the date of my retune is after the I-94 expiration for half a month.） After I came back, I got a bad news for failing approval. I want to know whether I can visit USA next time. How can I do for next visa application? Thank you for your time and consideration! Victoria 

游诗雅 Sonia Urbom: The agent gave you bad advice. You are not allowed to stay in the U.S. after your I-94 expires. Luckily, you left the U.S. before you became permanently ineligible for another visa. It is not easy to adjust status in the U.S. You can still apply for another visa. You should bring your adjustment of status information with you to the interview.
